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INFOS 2001 Conference

Procedure and deadlines for the preparation of the final paper

Each accepted paper has been assigned to a corresponding Chairman.

A short loop revision process, to be handled completely by email, has been set up to verify and improve the technical quality of the accepted papers prior to publication of the Proceedings in a special issue of Microelectronic Engineering devoted to the Conference.

The publication process has been organized as follows:

April 20

Authors of accepted papers MUST submit by email the final version of their manuscript MANDATORILY in PDF format to the corresponding Chairman. The assigned Chairman and his email address can be found in the attached Chairmen – Paper ID correspondence list.

May 4

The Chairmen notify suggestions and comments to the authors. 

June 1

Authors of accepted papers MUST submit by email the revised version of their manuscript MANDATORILY in PDF format to the corresponding Chairman. 

June 8

The Chairmen email acceptance of the papers to the authors and to the INFOS 2001 organizing Committee (infos2001@uniud.it).  The Authors send the final (revised) version of the papers and of the accompanying documentation listed below to the INFOS organizing committee. 

June 15

The final (revised) version of the papers and of the accompanying documentation listed below MUST BE RECEIVED by the INFOS organizing committee. 

1) two copies of good quality printouts of the final paper;

2) good quality original figures printed on separate sheets;

3) one 3.5" diskette(s) containing an electronic version of the final paper complying with the paper preparation instructions, suitable for editing and typesetting by the publisher, IDENTICAL to the printed version, and the electronic version of all figures. Both double density (DD) and high density (HD) diskettes are acceptable. Essential is that paper ID, the disk and file format, the name and version of the word-processing program on which the text was prepared is clearly indicated on the diskette label and in the final Paper Submission Form attached below;
4) one copy of the final Paper Submission Form attached below filled in all its parts.

It is IMPERATIVE that authors of accepted papers comply with final deadline of June 15, 2001. Publication in the Special issue of Microelectronic Engineering will not be guaranteed to those authors that will not meet the deadline.

Please make explicit reference to the paper ID in all correspondence.

Preparation of papers for the proceedings

Before you start, it's a good idea to familiarize yourself with the journal's style and arrangement, and in particular, the reference citation style and structure of the reference list. To this purpose, you can refer to the Instructions to Authors of Microelectronic Engineering  (http://www.elsevier.nl/locate/mee), since this gives a good indication regarding the layout of the title page, figures and tables. Detailed typesetting instructions can be downloaded from the web site www.uniud.it/infos2001. A summary of them is reported below.

Paper length

Invited papers can be up to eight pages. Regular and poster papers should be four pages long.

Text 

The page area assigned to the text has to be 161x201 mm wide. Text must be organized in one column. Avoid two column formats. A full text page should be 44 lines. Paper size will be trimmed to 192x262 mm during publication.

An average article opening (title up to and including the abstract) is 1/2 a page (depending of course on the number of authors and affiliations. Approximately 5 authors per line and 1 line for each affiliation). Examples can be found in the journal. A journal page with only typeset text contains about 680 words. A figure takes up about 1/3 page (a figure consisting of several subfigures takes up about 1/2–2/3 page up to 1 page or more) depending of course on the size and details of the figure. A table takes up about 1/3 page (depending of course on the number of entries; 4 entries is equivalent to approximately 3 lines normal text). A 1-line free-standing equation is equivalent to about 48 words (or approximately 3 lines).

Order of material

Please adhere to the following order: Title, Authors, Affiliations, Abstract, Keywords,

Main text, Acknowledgements, Appendix, References, Figure legends, Tables.

For further information on Graphics (electronic illustrations), see below.

Title, Affiliation and Address

Please make sure the affiliation of all authors and the complete mailing address and contact details (including e-mail) of the corresponding author are given on the title page of your paper and in the paper submission form (attached below).

Abstract
Each paper should be introduced by a self-contained abstract of no more than 100 words. Note that the abstract of your paper will also be made available to people separately from the full-text article. Therefore please ensure yourself that the abstract gives a clear insight in the contents of your paper.

Keywords

Check to see that you have listed at least 4 keywords (to be placed under the abstract). Keywords are essential for the future retrievability of your article. Keywords assigned to articles will be assembled in a keyword index which will be printed in the last issue of each volume for each journal, and in cumulative 

indexes. In addition, it is planned to make keywords available on Internet.  See also the section Keyword instructions below. 

Footnotes

Footnotes should be avoided if possible, but if they are included they should be brief and numbered consecutively.

References

References should be listed in order of appearance in the article,as in the following examples: articles in journals [1], books [2], papers in a contributed volume [3,4], unpublished papers [5].

Tables

When preparing tables, if necessary use tabs, not spaces, to align the columns.

Figures

Figures should be provided in a form suitable for photographic reproduction and reduction. Photographs and pictures must be of impeccable black and white quality. Preferably the print-outs are close to the final print size. The space taken up by a figure can be estimated by reducing its size to approximately 10 cm and then see if the figure is still legible. If not, the legends to the axes and the lettering should be enlarged. The maximum width of the figure is 16 cm. 

Please send the electronic versions of your figures together with the electronic file of your manuscript to the Editor (see above).

Lettering should be uniform of size. Handwritten lettering on figures is not acceptable. Figures should be identified by arabic numerals and the captions should be typed, double-spaced, on a separate sheet rather than lettered on the figures themselves.

Keyword instructions

To maximize the consistency with which such keywords are assigned by different

authors, the following guidelines have been drawn up. Each keyword (which can be a phrase of more than one word) should describe one single concept. Words like "and" or "of" should be avoided. Avoid very general keywords which become meaningless once in a keyword list, e.g "action", "computer", "mathematics".

Check whether the keywords describe the outline of the article on the whole. Use natural language: for instance "automatic error recovery" rather than "error recovery, automatic". Try to use nouns and adjectives as much as possible (i.e. use "automatic error recovery" rather than "recovering errors automatically"). Do not use nouns in the plural form. Use English rather than American spelling (regardless of the spelling used for the article itself). Avoid the use of abbreviations as much as

possible, unless an abbreviation is so well-established that the full term is rarely used (e.g. use "laser" instead of "Light Amplification by Stimulated Emission of Radiation", but use "computer aided design" instead of "CAD"). 

Although these guidelines are not mandatory, they should be adhered to where possible.

Electronic preparation with LaTeX

If you are using LaTeX, files of accepted papers should be encoded in ESP-LaTeX, standard LaTeX, or AMS-LaTeX (in document style "article"). The Elsevier-LaTex package is available from the server

http://www.elsevier.nl/locate/latex.

Illustrative material (original figures or high-quality glossy prints, or photographs showing a sharp contrast) should also be included separately. Please send the original figures printed on separate sheets. Preferably the print-outs are close to the final print size. Please send the electronic versions of your figures together with the electronic file of your manuscript to the Editor (see above).

Electronic preparation: Non-LaTeX

The word-processed text should be in single column format. If you have a page make-up option, do not use it. Keep the layout of the text as simple as possible; in particular, do not use the word-processor's options to justify the text or to hyphenate the words. However, you are encouraged to use your wordprocessor's facilities to indicate text attributes, such as bold face, italics, subscript, superscript etc. 

The list of references, tables and figure legends should be compiled separately from the main text. Do not reserve space for the figures and tables in the text; instead, indicate their approximate locations, either directly in the electronic text or on the manuscript.

It is recommended to store the main text, list of references, tables and figure legends in separate text files with clearly identifiable file names (for example, with extensions .TXT, .REF, .TBL, .FIG). The format of the files depends on the word-processor used. Texts made with DEC WPS PLUS, DisplayWrite, First Choice, IBM Writing Assistant, Microsoft Word, Multimate, PFS:Write, Professional Writer, Samma Word, Sprint, Total Word, Volkswriter, Wang PC, WordMARC, WordPerfect, Wordstar, or files supplied in DCA.RFT format can be readily processed. In all other cases the preferred text format is ASCII. 

Illustrative material (original figures or high-quality glossy prints, or photographs showing a sharp contrast) should be included separately. Please send the original figures printed on separate sheets. Preferably the print-outs are close to the final print size. Please send the electronic versions of your

figures together with the electronic file of your manuscript to the Editor (see above).

Hardware/Software

It does not really matter which computer or wordprocessor you use; but it does help us to process your file further if you let us know such details. Elsevier cannot guarantee the usability of all formats: much will depend on your adherence to the following guidelines. Should your file prove to be unusable, for whatever reason, Elsevier reserves the right to publish your article from the printout supplied.

Electronic manuscripts on diskette

Keyboard discipline and accuracy

Please take care to distinguish properly between the digit 1 and the letter l (also 0 and O). Use tabs for indents (paragraphs), not spaces or the indent function. Be accurate; in processing your manuscript you typing errors might stay undetected. Use the spell check if your wordprocessor has such a feature.

Diskettes

Your file is valuable. Take no risks and use a new diskette. Both Double Density and High Density diskettes (3.5 inch) are acceptable as long as the diskette has been formatted correctly. Save your file in the native format of the wordprocessor used. If you are using a word processor and have the option to save your files in 'flat ASCII', please do not use it. Ensure that only the relevant file (one complete article only) and any graphics  are on the diskette.

Label the diskette with the paper ID number, the disk and file format, the name of the file and the name and version of the word-processing program on which the text was prepared. Please do not forget to complete the form at the end of this leaflet and enclose it with the diskette and the last revised (accepted) version of your manuscript.

Graphics

Although there are still a large number of technical difficulties to overcome, Elsevier would also like to have an electronic version of the illustrations and it is are processing graphic files in a growing number of cases. Both scanned and computer-generated black & white illustrations are acceptable. 

Since Elsevier cannot give a prior guarantee the usability of your graphic file(s), hard-copies of all illustrations should accompany the accepted printout of the manuscript in all cases.

Graphics format: 

TIFF or EPS files are preferred. TIFF files should preferably be compressed, but only LZW (Macintosh) compression is acceptable. Please note that corrections in EPS figures are only possible if they have been prepared with Adobe Illustrator 3.0 or higher versions. The usability of other formats is to a large extent dependent on the information you supply with concerning the soft- and hardware used. 

Resolution

Drawings made with Adobe Illustrator and Aldus Freehand (Macintosh) and CorelDraw (IBM/DOS) generally give good results. Drawings made in WordPerfect or Word generally have too low a

resolution; only if made at a much higher resolution (1016 dpi) can they be used. Files of scanned line drawings are acceptable if done at a minimum of 1016 dpi. For scanned halftone figures a resolution of 300 dpi is sufficient. Scanned figures compressed with JPEG usually give no problems. please note that scanned figures cannot be enlarged, only reduced.
